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The music takes some Handel as its starting point. The refrain may be used on its own as a response or an ostinato. The verses, 
taken from Psalm 102 (103), are optional and can either be sung in 2 parts or choose one of the parts. They may even be sung 
over the top of the refrain. Alternatively they may be played by instruments.
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
